
MAYSVILLE PAY LAKES PADDLE

WHEN: SATURDAY, October 4th  Launch time 1:30 p.m. 
 
SKILL / DIFFICULTY:  BEGINNER –EASY!!! 

 

TRIP DETAILS: Join other paddlers (Canoe and Kayak) for a short, loop type (no shuttle required) 
exploration paddle of the Quarry lakes in Maysville. Note; the lakes are somewhat protected and 
ideally suited for novice / beginner paddlers Please be aware, one can venture into as many as six 
different lakes so it is recommended to stay together. Plan for a short rest stop along the way and a 
short hike to view the new quarry operation. Our launch area is from a private landing and please 
expect to pay a small fee.  
 
PUT-IN, WHERE and WHEN:  
 
From New Bern, take US 17 south to Maysville (toward Jacksonville). From the US 17/ NC 58 
stoplight in Maysville continue on for about 1/2 mile, turn left at opening in guardrail (Note sign for pay 
fishing lakes). Follow road to “pay building”, pay launch fee and follow the road to launch area.  
 
 
PROVISIONS NEEDED: Coast Guard approved PFD (must wear!)  Bring sunscreen, hat and plenty 
of water.  
 
TIME ON WATER: No more than 2 hours.
