
Whortonsville to Oriental 
Saturday, November 17, 2007 

 
This is a paddle adventure for paddlers experienced in open water paddling with heavy winds  and currents.   
 
This trip is nearly 11 miles in length and will take you down Broad Creek, past River Dunes and into the Neuse River at 
Tonney Hill Point (2.2 miles).  Passing by the tree lined shores and Gum Thicket and Old House Creeks we’ll enter 
Orchard Creek (6.5 miles) for lunch.  The continuation of the trip will take us past Pierce Creek and Whittaker Point before 
rounding Marker No. 8 and heading up Raccoon Creek to the take-out in front of Paddle Pamlico in downtown Oriental.

Put-In:       Point Marina on Old Lupton Road in Whortonsville.  
Take-Out:  Paddle Pamlico, Hodges Street, Oriental 
 
Meet at The Bean in Oriental at 0900 to set up the shuttle to Whortonsville.   
Put-In will be at 0930 at Point Marina at the foot of Old Lupton Road in Whortonsville. 
 
As always it is mandatory that you wear a PFD and have an appropriate signaling device and wear appropriate clothing 
for the weather.  IT IS ALSO MANDATORY YOU HAVE A SPRAY SKIRT FOR THI S PADDLE ADVENTRUE .
